“Voices of 50 International Students” Project — Exchange Roundtable

Discussion

On December 8, an exchange roundtable event was held at the Kanagawa Prefectural Citizen
Activity Support Center as part of the publication event for RKK's 25th Anniversary

Commemorative Booklet, “Voices of 50 International Students.”

The attendees included three currently enrolled international students registered with RKK
who contributed to the commemorative booklet, two former RKK-registered international
students now working professionals, 11 citizens affiliated with RKK, and one observer from
JASSO (Japan Student Services Organization). Under the theme of “Expectations of
International Students Toward RKK,” participants engaged in discussions on topics such as
learning Japanese, living in Japan, cultural exchange and mutual understanding, job hunting,

and employment.

The event began with a greeting from the RKK Chairperson, who explained that while the
commemorative booklet reflects a one-way communication from the international students,
this exchange roundtable was organized to foster a two-way dialogue between students and
citizens. The goal was to enhance RKK’s support for international students by adapting to the

needs of the times.

Key Discussions

The facilitator began by asking international students (past and present) why they chose
Japan as their study destination. Some cited unique reasons, such as childhood interest in
Japanese anime. Others shared practical considerations, such as cultural similarities between
Japan and their home countries, the absence of bias, and the availability of scholarships

compared to other nations.

On the topic of life in Japan, a common concern among the international students was the



difficulty in forming friendships with Japanese students, despite their significant presence on
campus. Reasons discussed included the Japanese tendency toward reservation, making their
thoughts hard to discern, and ambiguous expressions such as, “That’s fine,” which can cause
confusion. Additionally, many students faced challenges early on with language barriers when

handling official procedures at public institutions such as city halls or banks.

Regarding studying Japanese, participants varied in their experiences. Some had prior
exposure to the language in their home countries, while others started learning Japanese
intensively after arriving in Japan, either at language schools or university classes.
Undergraduate students generally had access to Japanese language classes on campus, but
graduate students noted that seminars and research presentations were often conducted in

English, reducing the necessity of learning Japanese.

In the discussion on job hunting and employment, participants highlighted differences
between Japan and their home countries. For example, in their home countries, employers
focus mainly on evaluating a candidate’s knowledge. In Japan, however, personal attributes
and attitudes are equally, if not more, significant evaluation criteria. Moreover, while their
home countries often employ year-round recruitment based on a job-type system (skills-based

hiring), Japan tends to emphasize long-term employment based on a membership system.

Conclusion

The exchange roundtable fostered an active yet friendly atmosphere, promoting a better
understanding between international students (including alumni) and citizens affiliated with
RKK. The event concluded with remarks from the leader of the “Voices of 50 International
Students” project. Reflecting on the event, the leader expressed their determination to
continue supporting international students even after their graduation, taking into account

their expectations and insights shared during the roundtable.

The event was a meaningful step forward in enhancing mutual understanding and support for

international students.
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
